MANDATORY CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

Organisers please read all the rules and ensure that you and all those involved understand them
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THE ORGANISORS RETAIN THE RIGHT TO REFUSE ENTRY TO THE PROCESSION.

EACH MOTORISED ENTRY MUST DISPLAY THE NAME OF THE ORGANISATION AND THE ORGANISER IN THE WINDSCREEN OF
THE VEHICLE OR FRONT OF THE FLOAT.

ALL PARTICIPANTS MUST OBEY THE INSTRUCTIONS / DIRECTIONS OF THE FESTIVAL COMMITTEE, STEWARDS, MARSHALLS
AND THE POLICE.

THE FESTIVAL COMMITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO RE-CLASS ENTRIES, WHICH IN THEIR OPINION HAVE BEEN WRONGLY
ENTERED.

THE ENTRANTS HAVE TO ENSURE THAT ANY VEHICLE USED IS INSURED AND ROAD LEGAL

NO ARTICULATED VEHICLES WILL BE ALLOWED TO TAKE PART IN THE PROCESSION.

ALL LORRIES MUST HAVE SECURED SIDE AND REAR PANELS TO A MINIMUM OF 30CM HIGH.
ALL LORRIES MUST HAVE A RESPONSIBLE ADULT WALKING ON EITHER SIDE OF THE VEHICLE
DURING THE PARADE NO VEHICLE MUST EXCEED 5 MPH.

ALL DECORATIVE FITTINGS MUST BE SECURE AND NOT CAUSE A HAZARD

ALL ENTRIES MUST BE WITHIN THE HEIGHT RESTRICTION OF 14 FEET.

NO FLOUR, WATER OR ANY SUBSTANCE TO BE THROWN AT OR OVER THE PUBLIC.

NOTHING IS TO BE HANDED TO THE PUBLIC FROM A MOVING VEHICLE.

NO ATTEMPT MUST BE MADE TO ENTICE PEOPLE TO APPROACH A MOVING VEHICLE FOR ANY PURPOSE.
ENSURE THAT NO PERSON LEAVES OR JOINS A MOVING VEHICLE

NO ALCOHOL IS TO BE CONSUMED BY THE PARTICIPANTS DURING THE PROCESSION.

BEFORE AND AFTER THE PROCESSION, VEHICLES DRIVERS MUST NOT ALLOW PARTICIPANTS TO RIDE ON THE BACK OF THE
VEHICLES.

AT THE DISPERSAL POINT THE FLOAT ORGANISOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE CARE AND THE COLLECTION OF
CHILDREN.

THE COMMITTEE CANNOT BE HELD RESPONSIBLE FOR PARTICIPANTS / SPECTATORS HEALTH AND SAFETY IF ANY OF THESE
RULES ARE IGNORED.

ALL PERSONS PARTICIPATING IN ACTIVITIES AND EVENTS AS PART OF THE HEART OF THE FOREST FESTIVAL DO SO
ENTIRELY AT THEIR OWN RISK. PARTICIPANTS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR ARRANGING ANY INSURANCE COVER REQUIRED. THE
FESTIVAL COMMITTEE, IT'S MEMBERS OR ANY ORGANISOR SHALL BE HELD LIABLE FOR ANY ACCIDENT OR FATAL OR OTHER
INJURY SUFFERED BY ANY PERSON, OR DAMAGE OR LOSS CAUSED TO OR IN RESPECT OF ANY PROPERTY OR THING.

PROCESSION ROUTE

Far eastern end of Leicester Road near Greenfield Road, travelling west towards Measham, turning left on to
the High Street, and then down the High Street, disembarking lorries at junction of Doctors Way. Lorries to
then return to start area for parking, all other parade vehicles and pedestrians will be marshalled on to the

Festival Grounds.
